Nebraska makes its second consecutive bowl appearance in 2025 in the SRS
Distribution Las Vegas Bowl, where the Huskers will meet the Utah Utes on New Year's
Eve Day. The game from Allegiant Stadium will kick off at 2:30 p.m. CT (12:30 p.m.
PT), with the matchup televised by ESPN. The game can also be heard on the Huskers
Radio Network, the official Huskers App and Huskers.com.

Nebraska stands at 7-5 heading into the Las Vegas Bowl, after finishing Big Ten play

with a 4-5 record. The Huskers increased their win total for the third consecutive regular season under
Coach Matt Rhule and posted back-to-back winning seasons for the first time since 2014. Nebraska's Vegas
Bowl trip also marks the first back-to-back bowl appearances since a nine-year streak from 2008 to 2016.

Nebraska has had numerous highlights throughout the 2025 season. Offensively, Nebraska posted back-
to-back 50-point games for the first time in 18 years, set a season record for team completion percentage
and celebrated its first offensive All-American since 2011. On defense, Nebraska has ranked among the
nation's top pass defense units all season, and posted its first shuout in 16 years. The Huskers also fielded
one of the nation's most-improved special teams units, led by explosive return teams.

Utah comes into the Vegas Bowl with a 10-2 record and are No. 15 in the CFP, AP and Coaches polls.
The Utes posted a 7-2 record in Big 12 play, losing only to conference title game participants Texas
Tech and BYU. Utah owns a powerful rushing attack, averaging 269.8 yards per game to rank second
nationally, while also ranking sixth in both scoring offense and scoring defense. Kyle Whittingham is
in his 21st season leading the program and will complete his Ute coaching career in the Vegas Bowl.

THIS WEEK'S NUMBERS

The SRS Distribution Las Vegas Bowl meeting between Nebraska and Utah will be the
5 fifth all-time between the schools. Nebraska won each of the four previous meetings
with all four games played at Memorial Stadium.

Nebraska has cliniched a second consecutive winning season in 2025, following a 7-6
ll mark last year. This marks the first time in 11 years that the Huskers have posted back-
to-back winning seasons, following a seven-year streak from 2008 to 2014.

Nebraska's appearance in the SRS Distribution Las Vegas Bow! will be the Huskers'
55th all-time bowl game. Nebraska owns a 27-27 all-time record in bowl games.

HUSKERS SET TO PLAY IN 55TH BOWL GAME

Nebraska is making its 55th all-time bowl appearance in the 2025 SRS Distribution Las Vegas Bowl.
The Huskers are making bowl appearances in consecutive seasons for the first time since playing in
a bowl game for nine straight seasons from 2008 to 2016. Nebraska's 55 bowl appearances ties for
eighth nationally, and the Huskers have been victorious in a bowl game 27 times in school history.

* Nebraska played the first of its 55 bowl games in the 1941 Rose Bowl when No. 7 Nebraska lost to
No. 2 Stanford, 21-13.

* Nebraska had a streak of 35 consecutive seasons with a bowl game spanning from 1969 to 2003.
The Huskers' streak began in the 1969 Sun Bowl and continued through the 2003 Alamo Bowl.

* Nebraska evened its all-time bowl record last season with a win over Boston College in the Pinstripe
Bowl. It was NU's first bowl appearance since playing in the 2016 Music City Bowl, and Nebraska's
first bowl win since a victory over UCLA in the 2015 Foster Farms Bowl.

* Nebraska's Las Vegas Bowl opponent, Utah, is playing in a bowl game for the 27th time in school
history, including the ninth time in the past 11 years. Utah owns a 17-9 all-time bowl record.

HUSKERS RANK AMONG LEADERS IN BOWL VICTORIES

Nebraska owns a 27-27 all-time bowl record with the 27 bowl victories 11th all-time in the FBS.
e Coach Matt Rhule is the 10th Husker head coach to guide the Huskers to a bowl game.

e By coach in bowl games, Nebraska was 0-1 under Biff Jones, 0-1 under Bill Glassford, 6-3 under
Bob Devaney, 12-13 under Tom Osborne, 2-3 under Frank Solich, 1-1 under Bill Callahan, 4-3 under
Bo Pelini, 0-1 under Barney Cotton, 1-1 under Mike Riley and 1-0 under Matt Rhule.

NEBRASKA TO SQUARE OFF AGAINST BIG 12 IN A BOWL GAME

The matchup with Utah will mark Nebraska's first-ever bowl meeting against a team that was a
member of the Big 12 at game time, but the sixth meeting in a bowl game against a current member
of the conference. Nebraska itself was a member of the Big 12 from 1996 to 2010

e The 2025 Las Vegas Bowl is Nebraska's first matchup against a current member of the Big 12 since
a victory over Arizona in the 2009 Holiday Bowl.

e Against current Big 12 schools in bowl games, Nebraska is 2-3 overall, including 1-1 against Arizona,
0-1 against Arizona State, 0-1 against Houston and 1-0 vs. Texas Tech.

BIG RED PLAYING FIRST-EVER GAME IN NEVADA

The Vegas Bowl appearance will mark Nebraska's first-ever game in the state of Nevada. The
Huskers have hosted both UNLV and Nevada in Lincoln, but have never played a game in "The Silver
State".

® Nevada will mark the 33rd state in which Nebraska has played a football game. It is the first new
state for the Huskers since its 2019 game at Maryland.

HUSKERS TO FINISH SEASON IN NFL STADIUM

Nebraska began its 2025 season in an NFL venue, defeating Cincinnati at Arrowhead Stadium.
The Huskers will now finish the year at Allegiant Stadium, their second NFL venue in 2025.

Nebraska has played four of its past six bowl games in current NFL venues, including Allegiant
Stadium, Nissan Stadium (2016 Music City Bowl), Levi's Stadium (2015 Foster Farms Bowl) and
EverBank Stadium (2014 Gator Bowl). Last year Nebraska played in a MLB venue, winning the
Pinstripe Bowl at Yankee Stadium.

HUSKERS-UTAH SERIES HISTORY

Nebraska and Utah are meeting for the fifth time in schools history, but the first time since the
1992 season. This will mark the first meeting outside of Nebraska's Memorial Stadium.

® Nebraska owns a 4-0 advantage in the all-time series, most recently a 49-22 victory in 1992.

e In the first four meetings Nebraska was ranked 14th or higher in each meeting, while Utah was
unranked.

® Nebraska has scored at least 31 points in each of the four previous games, while limiting Utah to
single digits in the first two matchups in the series.

RHULE COMPLETING THIRD SEASON LEADING HUSKER PROGRAM

Matt Rhule will complete his third year at Nebraska in the Vegas Bowl. He owns a 66-61 record in
10 seasons as a college head coach, including 19-18 at Nebraska. He took on a rebuilding project in
each of his three college stops and excluding his first year at each school, Rhule has a 58-33 record.

¢ Rhule has matched or improved his previous season's win total every year of his college coaching
career, including 2025. Temple went from two wins in his first season to six wins in his second
season and 10 wins in both his third and fourth years. Baylor went from one win in his first season
to seven wins in year two and 11 wins in year three. Rhule led Nebraska to a five-win season in
2023, a seven-win campaign in 2024 and has matched that total in 2025, including a one-win
increase in the regular season.

¢ Nebraska's appearance in back-to-back bowls under Rhule marks the first time the Huskers have
accomplished that feat since playing in bowl games each year from 2008 to 2016. The 2024 and
2025 seasons also represent NU's first back-to-back winning seasons since 2013 and 2014.

e The success in 2025 in his third season at Nebraska continues a trend for Rhule in his college
coaching career. At both of his previous college stops (Temple and Baylor), Rhule led his team to
the conference championship game in his third season.

¢ In his second season at Nebraska in 2024, Rhule guided the Huskers to their first winning record
in eight years and first bowl win in nine years.

e Rhule posted an 8-28 combined record in his first seasons at Temple, Baylor and Nebraska. In
year two at those three schools, that record improved to 20-18. In his third season at the three
schools, Rhule's teams own a 28-12 combined record.

RHULE ANNOUNCES ADDITIONS TO COACHING STAFF

Rhule has announced four additions to the Nebraska coaching staff in the month of December,
including two on both offense and defense.

Rob Aurich will serve as the Huskers' defensive coordinator and comes to Nebraska after two
seasons at San Diego State, including the 2025 season as defensive coordinator. Aurich helped
the Aztecs boast one of the nation’s top defenses this season, and he was a nominee for the
Broyles Award, given annually to the nation’s top assistant coach. Aurich’s San Diego State
defense led the country with three shutouts and held eight of 12 opponents to 10 or fewer points.
SDSU ranked in the top 10 nationally in 10 categories while posting the fifth-best scoring defense
in Mountain West history. The 12.5 points per game allowed in 2025 ranked fifth nationally and
was a 17-point improvement from the 2024 season.

® Roy Manning will work join the defensive staff and coach the edge players after also coaching
the edge rushers at San Diego State in 2025. He teamed with Aurich to help with SDSU's success,
and Manning's edge rushers totaled more than 25 sacks for the Aztecs. Manning’s work at San
Diego State was the latest successful stop in an impressive coaching resume. He has spent 12 of
his 15 seasons coaching in a Power Conference with experience on defensive staffs in the Big Ten,
Big 12 and Pac-12. Notable stops include time at USC, Oklahoma and his alma mater, Michigan.

® Geep Wade will serve as the Huskers' offensive line coach. Wade joins the Huskers after serving as
Georgia Tech's offensive line coach the past three seasons and brings 22 years of college coaching
experience to the Husker staff. The Yellow Jacket offensive line has been outstanding under
Wade's direction. Over the past three years, Georgia Tech ranked seventh nationally in fewest sacks
allowed, ninth in rushing yards per attempt and 13th in rushing yards per game. In 11 seasons as a
a full-time FBS offensive line coach, Wade's linemen have combined for 23 all-conference awards.

e Lonnie Teasley will be Nebraska's run game coordinator and comes to Lincoln after spending the
past five seasons at South Carolina, including the past three years as the Gamecocks' offensive
line coach. Teasley brings more than 15 years of experience to the Husker staff, including
coaching stints in the SEC and the National Football League. South Carolina enjoyed one of its
best seasons in recent years in 2024, finishing with nine wins and a trip to the Citrus Bowl. The
Gamecock offensive line paved the way for a potent and balanced offensive attack, averaging
223.5 passing yards per game, and better than 184 rushing yards per contest

NOTING LAST GAME

® Running back Emmett Johnson rushed
29 times for a career-high 217 yards and
one touchdown. His 217 yards bettered
his previous high of 176 yards at Maryland
earlier this year. Johnson's 29 carries tied his
career high, as he also had 29 carries against
USC on Nov. 1.

It was the first 200-yard rushing game by

a Husker since Ameer Abdullah rushed for

225 yards against Rutgers in 2014. It was
Johnson's eighth 100-yard game of the
season, the most at Nebraska since 2013.

Johnson’s 217 rushing yards were the most
against lowa in 2025, and just the fourth
200-yard rushing game against lowa since
2015.

Johnson's 70-yard first-quarter run was the
longest of his career. His 70-yard rush was
his third run of at least 50 yards in the past
seven games, and was the longest play from
scrimmage by Nebraska this season. It was
the longest run against lowa since 2014.

Place-kicker Kyle Cunanan made a season-
high three field goals, bettering two field
goals in four previous games. His three field
goals tied his career high, as he kicked three
field goals three times while at Charlotte.

Redshirt freshman cornerback Donovan
Jones had nine tackles to increase his
season total to 51. He is the fifth freshman
with 50 tackles in a season since freshmen
regained eligibility in 1972.

Redshirt freshman safety Rex Guthrie had
three tackles to increase his season total to

60 tackles, moving him within five tackles of

the NU freshman record.

e Marques Watson-Trent had five tackles to
give him 400 career tackles. He is just the

second active FBS player with 400 career

tackles.

JOHNSON EARNS ALL-AMERICA HONORS

Junior running back Emmett Johnson posted one of the best seasons by a Husker in recent
years, ranking among the nation's top running backs. For his efforts, Johnson earned first-team All-
America honors from four outlets and second-team accolades from several other selectors. Johnson
declared for the 2026 NFL Draft after the regular season and will not play in the Vegas Bowl.

e Johnson was a first-team All-America choice by The Sporting News, Sports lllustrated, On3 and
CBS Sports.com. He also earned second-team honors from the Associated Press, the Walter Camp
Football Foundation, the Football Writers Association of America, The Athletic and USA Today.

* The Minneapolis native becomes the Huskers' first first-team All-America selection since
linebacker Lavonte David in 2011. Johnson is the first offensive player to earn first-team honors
since Heisman winner Eric Crouch in 2001, and is the first NU running back to be a first-team All-
American since Heisman winner Mike Rozier in 1983.

e Johnson's selection gives Nebraska 111 first-team selections in school history earned by 97
players, including 14 two-time All-Americans.

JOHNSON LEADS HUSKER ALL-BIG TEN HONOREES

Johnson's efforts were also recognized at the conference level. A first-team All-Big Ten running
back by both the league coaches and the media, Johnson also became the first Husker to win the
Ameche-Dayne Big Ten Running Back of the Year. Johnson led a group of 10 Huskers to earn all-
conference accolades.

® Return specialists Kenneth Williams and Jacory Barney Jr. highlighted Nebraska's strong special
teams. Williams was a second-team All-Big Ten pick by the media as a return specialist and a third-
team selection by the coaches after ranking as one of the nation's top kickoff returners. Barney Jr.
was a third-team all-conference choice by the media and an honorable-mention selection by the
coaches for his return prowess, primarily as a punt returner.

* On offense, a pair of standouts earned honorable-mention accolades. Luke Lindenmeyer was
one of the Big Ten's top tight ends and received recognition by both the coaches and media.
Offensive guard Rocco Spindler anchored the offensive line that paved the way for Johnson's
success and also earned honorable-mention recognition.

Defensively, the Huskers had five players recognized with honorable-mention accolades. Leading
the way were three members of a secondary that helped Nebraska's pass defense rank among the
nation's best. Senior safety DeShon Singleton, senior nickel/cornerback Ceyair Wright and junior
cornerback Andrew Marshall all earned honorable-mention recognition by both voting panels. A
pair of veteran linebackers rounded out the honorees with Javin Wright being recognized by the
media and coaches, while Dasan McCullough received all-conference honors from the coaches.

NEBRASKA LEADS CONFERENCE IN ACADEMIC ALL-BIG TEN PICKS
Nebraska had a total of 81 football players earn Academic All-Big Ten accolades as announced

earlier this month. Nebraska's total of players was the most by any school in the Big Ten. Nebraska's

total of 81 players was 14 more than Northwestern and Rutgers who each had 67 players recognized.

® To be eligible for Academic All-Big Ten selection, students must be on a varsity team, have been
enrolled full time at the institution for a minimum of 12 months and carry a cumulative grade-point
average of 3.0 or higher.

Linebacker Michael Booker I, defensive back Derek Branch, safety Marques Buford Jr., offensive
lineman Turner Corcoran and tight end Heinrich Haarberg all earned the fourth honors of their
career. Receiver Janiran Bonner, center Justin Evans, defensive back Malcolm Hartzog, running
back Emmett Johnson, tight end Luke Lindenmeyer, offensive guard Henry Lutovsky, receiver
Roman Mangini, defensive lineman Dylan Parrott, offensive lineman Teddy Prochazka and
linebacker Gage Stenger were all recognized for the third time.

HUSKER BOWL ROSTER FULL OF COLLEGE GRADUATES

The 2025 Nebraska roster included 12 players who played the regular season as college
graduates. Additionally, seven players on the 2025 roster received their degrees in December
commencement. Seventeen of the 19 graduates are on the Huskers' bowl roster.

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SNOW SET TO LEAD HUSKER DEFENSE FOR LAS VEGAS BOWL

Phil Snow will be Nebraska's defensive coordinator for the Las Vegas Bowl. Snow most recently
served as a defensive coordinator for the Carolina Panthers from 2020 to 2022, when Matt Rhule
was the Panthers’ head coach. Snow previously was Rhule’s defensive coordinator at Temple and
Baylor.

® Snow has served as a defensive coordinator at a total of eight schools - totaling 25 seasons - plus
three years as an NFL defensive coordinator. He was successful as a defensive coordinator at four
Power Four programs: Arizona State, UCLA, Washington and Baylor.

e |n 2021, Snow’s Carolina Panther defense ranked second in the NFL in total defense.

¢ At Baylor, Snow helped the Bears improve their national ranking in total defense, scoring defense,
passing defense and rushing defense each of his three seasons. In his three seasons, Baylor
improved by 72 spots in total defense and 94 spots in scoring defense.

® Snow's defense at Temple ranked third nationally in total defense and 11th in scoring defense
during his final season in 2016.

® Snow is coaching with Rhule for the 11th season in 2025. The pair's relationship dates back to 2001
at UCLA when Rhule was a defensive assistant and Snow was the defensive coordinator.

HUSKERS WITHOUT KEY OFFENSIVE STARTERS FOR VEGAS BOWL

Nebraska will be without several key offensive players for the Las Vegas Bowl, including two of its
three offensive All-Big Ten honorees.

e First-team All-American Emmett Johnson, the Big Ten Running Back of the Year, will not play
in the Vegas Bowl after declaring his intention to enter the NFL Draft. Entering bowl season,
Johnson led the nation in yards from scrimmage per game (151.8) and all-purpose yards per
game (151.6) while ranking fourth in the country in rushing yards per game (120.9). The loss of
Johnson leaves a big hole in the Husker offense, as he accounted for a nation-leading 41 percent
of Nebraska’s yards from scrimmage in 2025. Johnson accounted for 802 of Nebraska's 1,265
yards in November, more than 63 percent of the team'’s total yards.

Rocco Spindler, an honorable-mention All-Big Ten selection, started every game at right guard
during the regular season. He suffered an injury at Minnesota on Oct. 17 but played through
the injury the remainder of the regular season before undergoing surgery after the lowa game.
Spindler's absence will test the depth of an offensive line that has seen its share of injuries this
season. The Huskers lost two starting tackles to season-ending injuries during the regular season.
NU had the same starting offensive line for the first four games this season but only two of those
linemen - Justin Evans and Henry Lutovsky - will be available for the bowl game.

Quarterback Dylan Raiola started Nebraska's first eight games and set a season record for
completion percentage (72.4 percent). Raiola missed the last three games of the season with a
leg injury and is expected to enter the transfer portal.

YOUTH WILL BE ON DISPLAY IN LAS VEGAS

Nebraska’s roster has been one of the youngest in the nation this season. The youth has been
tested throughout the season, and the Huskers will rely heavily on their underclassmen against Utah.

e The Huskers had a roster of 125 players this season, 91 of which were freshmen and sophomores.
Underclassmen made up 72.8 percent of the roster.

e In the passing game, all but 16 of Nebraska's passing yards this season have come from either a
true freshman or second-year sophomore. True freshman TJ Lateef is expected to make his fourth
consecutive start in the Las Vegas Bowl.

¢ In the running game, junior Emmett Johnson ranks third nationally with 1,451 rushing yards, but
he will not play in the bowl game. Behind Johnson, Nebraska’s next seven leading rushers are
all either freshmen or sophomores. Excluding Johnson's rushing total, 95 percent of Nebraska's
remaining rushing yards this season have come from underclassmen.

* Nebraska's top two receivers are sophomores Nyziah Hunter and Jacory Barney Jr. Hunter leads
NU with 617 receiving yards, while Barney is second with 463 receiving yards. Six Husker wide
receivers have at least 100 receiving yards this year and five of those six are underclassmen.

e Overall, 17 of the 28 offensive players on Nebraska’s bowl depth chart are freshmen or sophomores.

® On special teams, sophomore kickoff returner Kenneth Williams and sophomore punt returner
Jacory Barney Jr. each earned All-Big Ten accolades as a return specialist. Nebraska’s starting
place-kicker, punter, kickoff specialist and holder are also underclassmen.

¢ The youth movement also has been apparent on defense. Three of Nebraska’s five leading tacklers
are underclassmen. Redshirt freshmen Rex Guthrie (60) and Donovan Jones (51) both rank in the
top five for most season tackles by a freshman in Husker history.

e Overall, 16 of the 27 defensive players on Nebraska’s depth chart are freshmen or sophomores.

NEBRASKA LOOKS TO CLOSE 2025 SEASON ON HIGH NOTE

The SRS Distribution Las Vegas Bow! will conclude a 2025 season that has seen Nebraska
continue to make progress. The Huskers' seven regular-season victories are their most in nine
seasons, and this is the fourth straight year Nebraska has increased its regular-season win total.

e Nebraska's seven regular-season wins are its most victories since a 9-3 regular-season record in
2016. A victory in the Las Vegas Bowl would give Nebraska its first eight-win season since 2016.

Nebraska has matched last year's win total and improved on its six wins in the 2024 regular season.
Rhule has now matched or increased his team's win total from the previous season in every year
of his 10-year college coaching career.

The 2025 season marks the fourth straight year Nebraska has improved its regular-season win
total. This marks the first time in the 136-year history of the program that Nebraska has improved
its win total in four straight regular seasons.

Nebraska's 5-1 start this year marked the second straight year the Huskers achieved that record
at the midway point of the season. This was the first time Nebraska started 5-1 in consecutive
seasons since the 2013 and 2014 campaigns.

Nebraska has posted three wins away from Lincoln this season, including a pair of victories in true
road games. The three victories away from Lincoln this season were the most in a regular season
for the Huskers since winning three road games in 2014.

Nebraska has secured back-to-back winning seasons for the first time since seven straight winning
seasons from 2008 to 2014.

¢ Under Matt Rhule, Nebraska is 9-1 against non-conference opponents over the past three seasons.
The Huskers enter the Las Vegas Bowl with nine straight wins against non-league opponents, the
longest streak at Nebraska in 24 years.

JOHNSON PRODUCES MEMORABLE 2025 SEASON

Junior running back Emmett Johnson emerged as one of the nation's top players during a
standout 2025 season. The 5-11, 200-pound Minneapolis native earned first-team All-America
honors, was the Big Ten Running Back of the Year, and was the engine for the Husker offense. His
season compared favorably with Husker legends and recent Big Ten Conference greats. Johnson
has declared for the NFL Draft and will not play in the Las Vegas Bowl.

e Johnson finished the regular season with 1,821 yards from scrimmage, including 1,451 rushing
yards and 370 receiving yards. His 151.8 scrimmage yards per game leads all FBS players.

e Johnson won the Big Ten rushing title and is fourth nationally at 120.9 yards per game.

e Entering bowl season, Johnson was one of only three running backs in the country to eclipse
1,400 rushing yards. His 1,451 rushing yards ranked eighth on the NU single-season list and was
the mosts since Ameer Abdullah rushed for 1,611 yards in 2014. It was the first time a Nebraska
player has topped 1,000 yards in a season since Devine Ozigbo had 1,082 yards in 2018.

e Johnson led the nation by accounting for 41 percent of Nebraska's total yards in 2025.
e Johnson is the only player in the FBS with 1,400 rushing yards and 300 receiving yards.

e Johnson's 46 receptions are the most in the nation by a running back and the second-most
catches by a running back in Husker history.

e Johnson is the first Big Ten player since 2017 to have 1,200 rushing yards and 40 receptions in
the same season. Penn State’s Saquon Barkley and Northwestern's Justin Jackson both reached
those milestones in 2017.

e Johnson had eight 100-yard rushing games in 2025 (Cincinnati, Akron, Maryland, Northwestern,
USC, UCLA, Penn State, lowa), including each of the final five games. Johnson capped his Husker
career with a career-best 217 rushing yards against lowa, a top-10 rushing defense.

e Johnson's 217 rushing yards marked Nebraska's first 200-yard rushing game since 2014. It was
also just the fourth 200-yard rushing game against lowa since 2015.

e His 70-yard rush agianst lowa marked the longest run against the Hawkeyes since 2014.

¢ Johnson's eight 100-yard rushing games were the most by a Husker since Abdullah had 11 in 2013.
His five straight 100-yard rushing games is a first at Nebraska since Abdullah in 2013. Johnson's six
100-yard rushing games in conference play were the most by any Power Four player.

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e Johnson was at his best against the top opponents. He averaged 123.3 rushing yards per game
and 159.1 scrimmage yards per game in 10 games against Power Four opponents.

e Against UCLA, Johnson accounted for 232 yards from scrimmage, including 129 rushing yards and
a touchdown on 28 carries, and three catches for a career-high 103 yards and two touchdowns.

e Johnson's performance marked the first time in NU history a player had 100 rushing and 100
receiving yards. It was the ninth 100-yard receiving game by a running back in Nebraska history.

e Johnson's touchdown catches of 56 and 40 yards at UCLA were the two longest catches of his
career. The two TDs tied a Nebraska running back record for touchdown catches in a game,
matching Husker greats Ahman Green and Cory Ross.

e Johnson ranks 13th nationally with 15 total touchdowns (12 rushing, 3 receiving). His touchdown
total is the highest at Nebraska since Abdullah had 22 touchdowns in 2014.

¢ Johnson finished his career with 2,460 rushing yards to rank 18th in school history.

e Johnson has the best two of the top five receptions seasons by Husker running backs in school
history with 39 catches last year and 46 catches in 2025. His 46 catches and 370 receiving yards
are the most by a Nebraska running back since Marlon Lucky in 2007.

e Johnson finished with 92 career receptions for second place in NU history among running backs,
trailing only Lucky's 135 career catches. Johnson had 704 career receiving yards, and is the
seventh running back in school history with 500 career receiving yards.

LATEEF LEADING HUSKER OFFENSE IN VEGAS

True freshman quarterback TJ Lateef took over the Husker starting quarterback role over the final
three games of the regular season and is expected to start against Utah on New Year's Eve.

e Lateef had a spectacular starting debut at UCLA on Nov. 8, guiding the Huskers to a victory in
the Rose Bowl. The Compton, Calif., native completed 13-0f-15 passes for 205 yards and three
touchdowns. Lateef completed his first 11 passes and also produced 31 rushing yards. He was
named Big Ten Co-Freshman of the Week for his performance.

o Lateef directed Nebraska to touchdowns on NU's first four full possesions at UCLA to give the
Huskers a 28-7 lead early in the third quarter.

e Lateef was just the fifth true freshman to start at quarterback since 1950 joining Tommie Frazier
(1992), Cody Green (2009), Adrian Martinez (2018) and teammate Dylan Raiola (2024). Frazier,
Green and Lateef are the only three to win their starting debuts against conference opponents.

e In his second start at Penn State, Lateef passed for 187 yards and had 15 rushing yards and an
11-yard rushing touchdown.

e For the season, Lateef has completed 59-0f-95 passes (62.1 percent) for 722 yards and four
touchdowns. On the ground, he has rushed 27 times for 98 yards and three touchdowns.

NEBRASKA OFFENSE MAKES STRIDES IN 2025

Nebraska showed explosiveness and efficiency on offense in 2025.

® Nebraska entered the bowl season ranked eighth nationally in completion percentage at 70.0
percent (245-350). Nebraska's school season pass completion record is 68.3 percent in 2008.

¢ Nebraska is averaging 29.3 points per game, an improvement of 5.8 points per game over its
2024 average of 23.5 points per game.

e Nebraska threw for better than 300 yards in three consecutive games (Akron, Houston Christian,
Michigan). It marked the first time NU had thrown for more than 300 yards in three straight games
since a five-game stretch, including the 2014 Holiday Bowl and the first four games in 2015.

® Nebraska produced a 300-yard passer (Raiola), a 100-yard rusher (Johnson) and a 100-yard receiver
(Barney Jr)) against Akron. It marked the first time Nebraska had accomplished that trifecta since
a 2022 game against Georgia Southern.

e Emmett Johnson's selection as a first-team All-American marked Nebraska’s first offensive All-
American in 24 years. Johnson was also Nebraska's first Big Ten Running Back of the Year.

HUSKERS SHARING THE WEALTH IN PASSING GAME

Nebraska's potent passing game highlighted multiple players throughout 2025, as Husker
quarterbacks distributed the ball evenly among talented playmakers.

¢ Five Huskers have at least 28 catches, including three wideouts, a tight end and a running back.

e In total, 19 players have caught a pass this season with 14 pass catchers in the Huskers' victory
over Akron on Sept. 6.

e Eleven different players have a catch of at least 20 yards this season.

¢ Sophomore receiver Nyziah Hunter has been Nebraska's top target among wideouts, with 43
catches, a team-high 617 yards and five touchdowns, while averaging 14.3 yards per catch.
Hunter had a pair of touchdowns at Maryland, including a career-long 64-yard catch. He had a
59-yard touchdown in the fourth quarter against Michigan State to help secure the win.

e Hunter had a career-best 125 yards on five catches at Maryland to become the third receiver to
post a 100-yard receiving day in 2025, joining Jacory Barney Jr. and Dane Key.

¢ Hunter caught at least five passes in four straight games from the Maryland game through the USC
game, the first Husker to accomplish that since Wan'Dale Robinson in 2020.

* Barney has 43 receptions for 463 yards and four touchdowns. Barney has a pair of 100-yard
games with seven catches for 132 yards against Akron and six receptions for 120 yards and two
touchdowns against Michigan. Barney has had multiple receptions in 22 of the past 24 games.

® Barney has 98 receptions in two seasons and is two catches against Utah from becoming just
the second Husker to reach 100 or more receptions in their first two seasons (JD Spielman, 121).

* Barney caught his first career TD pass against Houston Christian and followed with two TD catches
against Michigan. He added his fourth TD of the season at UCLA to open the scoring. He also has
three career rushing touchdowns.

e In his first year at Nebraska, Key has 35 catches for 424 yards and five touchdowns. He had a
touchdown in each of his first three games. He added his fourth TD of the season with a game-
winning grab at Maryland and caught a first-quarter touchdown against USC. Key led the Huskers
in receiving against Houston Christian with four catches for 104 yards.

e Junior tight end Luke Lindenmeyer has 28 catches for 306 yards, with touchdowns against Akron
and Maryland. He set career highs with seven catches for 60 yards against Michigan. His seven
catches against the Wolverines were just one shy of the Nebraska tight end single-game record.
Lindenmeyer had a career-long 26-yard catch at Minnesota.

e Johnson was a steady receiver out of the backfield the past two seasons. Johnson had a team-high
46 receptions, including a career-best eight catches at Penn State. He tied a NU running back
record with two TD catches at UCLA, and his 46 catches were the second-most in school history
by a running back.

HOLGORSEN COORDINATING HUSKER OFFENSE

Dana Holgorsen is completing his first full season as Nebraska’s offensive coordinator in the
Vegas Bowl. He coordinated the offense and called the plays for the final four games in 2024.
Nebraska has thrived on offense since Holgorsen's arrival, highlighted by a balanced attack this
season that saw running back Emmett Johnson earn first-team All-America honors, and Nebraska
complete 70 percent of its pass attempts.

® Holgorsen boasts six full seasons of experience as an offensive coordinator at Texas Tech, Houston
and Oklahoma State. In six full seasons as a coordinator before 2025, Holgorsen'’s offenses have
averaged 402.2 passing yards per game, 524.9 total yards per game and 40.7 points per game.

® The offenses Holgorsen has coordinated have an average national finish of second in passing
offense, third in total offense and sixth in scoring average. He was the coordinator for two of the
top four passing seasons in FBS history (2007 at Texas Tech and 2009 at Houston).

¢ Quarterbacks have thrived in Holgorsen-coached offenses. Holgorsen coached the all-time FBS
leader in touchdown passes and total offense (Houston's Case Keenum) along with the FBS
season record holder in completions (Texas Tech's Graham Harrell).

* In addition to his experience as an offensive coordinator, Holgorsen has also been a successful
head coach. He won 92 games in 13 seasons at West Virginia and Houston. Holgorsen is second
in coaching victories at West Virginia and fifth at Houston.

BLACKSHIRTS STIFLING OPPONENT PASSING GAME

The Nebraska Blackshirts have been strong in 2025, ranking among the Big Ten and national
leaders in numerous categories. At the top of that list is a shut-down pass defense.

¢ Nebraska ranks 22nd nationally in total defense at 312.3 yards per game. Nebraska is one of just
five programs to rank in the top 25 nationally in total defense each of the past three seasons.

® Nebraska ranks second in the nation in passing yards allowed per game at 141.1 yards per
contest. NU ranks 14th in the nation in team pass efficiency defense with a 112.12 rating.

* Nebraska has held eight of 12 opponents to 160 or fewer yards passing. USC entered the Nov.
1 game at Nebraska ranked first nationally in passing yards at 326 yards per game before the
Huskers limited the Trojans to just 135 passing yards. It was the first time in 83 games USC had
been held to less than 150 passing yards.

® The Huskers held each of their first three opponents to less than 70 yards passing, including
Cincinnati (69 yards), Akron (62) and Houston Christian (67). It marked the first time Nebraska held
three straight opponents to fewer than 100 passing yards since 1990.

e Husker opponents are completing 58.0 percent of their passes, a rate that is 26th nationally.

NU FINISHES NON-LEAGUE
PLAY WITH UNBEATEN MARK

Nebraska completed non-conference play
with a perfect 3-0 record with victories over
Cincinnati, Akron and Houston Christian.
The Huskers completed non-conference play
unbeaten for the second straight season and
have won nine straight games against non-
conference competition.

® Nebraska's nine-game win streak against
non-conference competition is the longest
by the Huskers since a 12-game win streak
spanning the 1999 to 2001 seasons.

e Nebraska was also a perfect 3-0 in non-
conference playin 2024, and defeated Boston
College in the Pinstripe Bowl. Before last
season, Nebraska's previous unbeaten non-
conference season was in 2016.

NU POSTS BACK-TO-BACK
DOMINANT WINS

Nebraska capped non-conference play with
a pair of dominant victories—68-0 over Akron
on Sept. 6 and 59-7 over Houston Christian
on Sept. 13.

e The 68-0 victory marked Nebraska's most
lopsided win since a 70-0 shutout at Kansas
in 1986. The back-to-back wins by more
than 50 points marked the first time NU had
50-plus margins in consecutive games since
2000 when NU defeated Texas Tech (56-3)
and Baylor (59-0).

e The Huskers scored better than 50 points in
consecutive games for the first time since
the final two games of the 2007 season
against Kansas State and at Colorado.

Nebraska's 68 points against Akron were its
most since a 73-7 victory over |daho State
in 2012.

Against Akron, Nebraska posted its first
shutout since a 33-0 victory over Arizona in
the 2009 Holiday Bowl.

The Huskers produced 728 yards of total

offense against Akron. That total ranks as
the eighth-most in school history and the
most since posting 784 yards against FAU
in 2014. Nebraska had 554 yards against
Houston Christian marking the first time
Nebraska has had back-to-back 500-yard
games since the 2021 season (Fordham,
Buffalo).

Nebraska's 494 passing yards against Akron
were the second-most in school history and
the most since a school-record 519 passing
yards against Kansas State in 2007. It was
the 10th game with at least 400 passing
yards in school history and the first since
2018 at Wisconsin.

EKELER LEADS HUSKER SPECIALTEAMS

Mike Ekeler is in his first season as Nebraska's special teams coordinator, and has directed dramatic
improvement for the Huskers, earning him recognition as a Broyles Award nominee. Nebraska ranks
in the top 25 nationally in blocked kicks, kickoff returns, kickoff return defense and punt returns, while
also making 16-0f-19 field goals. Ekeler, who coached the Husker linebackers from 2008 to 2010,
served as Tennessee’s special teams coordinator from 2021 to 2024.

e Ekeler brought a wealth of experience to the Husker sideline, as he has coached in every power
conference (ACC, Big Ten, Big 12, Pac-12 and SEC) while serving on staffs at six of the 12 winning
programs in college football history (Oklahoma, Nebraska, Georgia, Tennessee, USC and LSU).

Tennessee led the nation in punt return yards and percentage of punts downed inside the
opponent’s 10-yard line over the course of Ekeler's four-year tenure.

Ekeler's special teams units were routinely ranked in the top 25 during his time in Knoxville. In
Ekeler's four seasons, Tennessee finished in the top 25 nationally in punt returns (2021, 2022,
2023, 2024), punt return defense (2021, 2022, 2023), net punting (2021, 2023), kickoff returns
(2021), blocked punts (2021, 2023, 2024) and blocked kicks (2023).

Ekeler has been a winner in his college coaching career. He has won 10 bowl games in his 20 years
at a Power Four program. His teams have played for the national title three times, and he was a
member of LSU's 2007 national championship team. In his first stint at Nebraska, Ekeler helped
the Huskers to a pair of appearances in the Big 12 Championship Game in three seasons.

NEBRASKA EXCELLING IN WINNING CATEGORIES

In addition to improved special teams, Nebraska has shown progress in critical areas that impact
winning, including third downs, penalties and turnover margin.

® Nebraska has converted 45.2 percent of its third-down attempts to rank 31st nationally. On a
game-winning fourth-quarter drive against Northwestern, the Huskers converted 4-of-4 third-down
attempts with each of them 3rd and 5 or longer. Defensively, Nebraska ranks seventh in the Big
Ten, allowing opponents to convert 38.3 percent of its third-down attempts.

® Nebraska is being flagged for 4.6 penalties per game to rank 15th nationally in fewest penalties
per game. NU's 44.2 yards per game in penalty yardage is 27th nationally.

® Nebraska continues to make progress in turnover margin. The Huskers have lost just 10 turnovers
this season to rank 10th nationally in that category. The school record for fewest turnovers in a
season is 12 in 1992. Nebraska has had five turnover-free games this season.

e Nebraska is +3 in turnover margin in 2025. NU has not had a positive turnover margin since 2016.
The Huskers were -17 in turnover margin in 2023, before improving to -2 in 2024.

TRANSFERS ADD EXPERIENCE & PRODUCTION TO HUSKER ROSTER

Nebraska's success in the 2025 season was bolstered by the addition of several newcomers,
highlighted by 15 first-year transfers.

e Ten transfers came from FBS programs while five came from the FCS. Of the 10 FBS transfers, eight
came from Power Four programs.

¢ Dane Key started 36 games at Kentucky, before joining the Huskers. Key has five TD catches and 35
receptions this season. Key has 161 career receptions for 2,294 yards and 19 touchdowns. He is 19th
receiving yards among active FBS players.

Nyziah Hunter caught 40 passes for 578 yards and five touchdowns for Cal in 2024. Hunter
averages 14.3 yards on 43 receptions this season and has five touchdowns.

¢ Together, Key and Hunter have a combined 245 career receptions for 3,489 yards and 29 TDs.

Rocco Spindler and Elijah Pritchett joined the offensive line after each was a starter for top-25
programs. Spindler started 23 games over four seasons at Notre Dame. Pritchett started 12 games
at Alabama in 2024 and played in 29 games over his three years with the Crimson Tide. Spindler
started all 12 regular-season games for Nebraska, but is out for the bowl game. Pritchett started
the final eight games at left tackle.

* Marques Watson-Trent spent five seasons at Georgia Southern. He has played in 60 career games
with 41 starts, making him the most experienced player on the Husker roster. He has made three
starts in 2025 and has 35 tackles and 1.5 sacks. The 2024 Sun Belt Conference Defensive Player of
the Year, Watson-Trent ranks second among all active FBS players with 400 career tackles.
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* Nebraska added two FCS transfers to the secondary in Jamir Conn and Andrew Marshall. Conn
played in 23 games with 11 starts in two years at Southern lllinois. Marshall was a first-team All-Big
Sky cornerback at Idaho in 2024. He started 14 games in two seasons with the Vandals, and has
started all 12 games in 2025.

* Nebraska also went to the FCS level to bolster its special teams units. Kevin Gallic is NU's long
snapper after handling those duties for New Hampshire the past three seasons. Place-kicker Kyle
Cunanan made 14-0f-20 field goals over two seasons at Charlotte, and has hit 16-0f-19 attempts
with the Huskers, including a career-long 52-yarder against Cincinnati.

SINGLE-DIGIT NUMBERS AWARDED THROUGH TEAM VOTE

For the third straight season, single-digit jersey numbers were awarded to the players who best
represent what it means to be a Husker. The single-digit honorees were chosen through a players-
only vote and the players then got to choose which single-digit number they wanted.

e The single-digit number tradition dates back to Rhule's time at Temple.

"| got really tired of having a guy in my program who was there for three years, four years, really
busted his tail and represented the program the right way, and he finally gets to be a senior and
wants to wear a single digit, he's earned it...and invariably coaches give [a recruit] a single digit to
get him to come there. It never felt right to me. It should be something earned. It's really just who
do we want our players to say 'this is a guy who represents everything it means to be a Husker.
He's tough, he's hard working, he's competitive'. It's not a popularity contest, it's an opportunity
for our team to say these are the guys that embody everything it means to be a Husker."

e The Huskers have won five national titles. Nebraska's four AP national championships (1970, 1971,
1994, 1995) rank seventh all-time and NU's four coaches poll titles (1971, 1994, 1995, 1997) rank fifth.

e Nebraska's 46 conference titles rank second in NCAA history.

HUSKERS ALSO EXCEL IN THE CLASSROOM

In addition to being one of the winningest and most successful program in NCAA history, the
Nebraska football program has also led the way in the classroom.

® Nebraska football has produced more Academic All-Americans (108) and more NCAA Impact
Award (formerly Top Ten) winners (9) than any other team in any sport in NCAA history.

® Nebraska led the Big Ten with 81 Academic All-Big Ten selections for the 2025 season.

* Following the 2025 spring semester, the cumulative grade-point average for all members of the
Nebraska football team was 3.304, the highest in recorded history.

Matt Rhule has a proven track record as a program builder. In his first two collegiate head
coaching jobs at Temple (2013-16) and Baylor (2017-19), Rhule led both the Owls and the Bears
to their most victories in school history in just his third season. He also took both teams to the

conference championship game in year three.

Rhule took Temple from two wins in his first season to a school-record 10 victories in both his
third and fourth seasons with an appearance in the conference championship game both seasons.
He then took Baylor from one win in his first season to a school-record 11 victories in his third
season and an appearance in the Big 12 Championship Game and the Sugar Bowl.

At Nebraska, Rhule led Nebraska to a 7-6 record and a bowl victory in his second season in
2024, marking the Huskers' first winning record in eight years and first bowl win in nine years. This
season he has guided Nebraska to back-to-back winning seasons for the first time in 11 years and

Nebraska's second consecutive bowl| appearance.

In his tenure at Temple from 2013 to 2016,
Rhule took the Owls to new heights.

e In Rhule's second season in 2014, Temple
posted the program's first win over an SEC
team since 1938, its first win over a ranked
opponent in 16 seasons and the program's
largest margin of victory in nearly 50 years.

Rhule won 10 games in both 2015 and 2016.

In 2015, Rhule led Temple to the American
Athletic Conference Championship Game,
the first conference title game in program
history.

At Temple, Rhule led the Owls to their highest
season win total in program history, their first
conference championship game appearance
and an impressive run in the national rankings.
He produced an encore by repeating each of
those same feats in three seasons at Baylor.

¢ Baylor finished with 11 losses in Rhule's first
season in 2017 but two years later, he guided
the Bears to 11 wins in 2019. Baylor became
the first Power Conference program to go
from 11 losses to 11 wins in two or fewer
seasons.

Baylor won its final two games of the 2018
season and its first nine games of the 2019
campaign. The 11 straight victories marked
the second-longest winning streak in school
history, while Baylor's 9-0 start in 2019 was
the best start in program history.

¢ In his third season in 2019, Rhule led Baylor to
its most wins (11) in school history, the Bears
advanced to their first Big 12 Championship
Game and played in the Sugar Bowl for only
the second time in program history.

Baylor finished with a No. 13 ranking in 2019,
its second-highest final ranking since 1951.

Pasadena, Calif., Jan. 1, 1941 - Nebraska was only
the third Big Six team to play in a postseason bowl
game, butthe Cornhuskersmade theirfirstbowltripa
memorable one with an invitation to the granddaddy
of them all — The Rose Bowl.

Underthewarm Californiasunin Pasadena, Coach
Biff Jones' Cornhuskers led Clark Shaughnessy's
Stanford Indians twice in the first half, but fell victim
to the innovative T-formation, 21-13. The Huskers
took a 7-0 lead just six plays after the kickoff when
fullback Vike Francis plunged over from the two.
Stanford tied the count four plays later when Hugh
Gallarneau bolted over from nine yards out.

In the second quarter, the Huskers took the lead
again on a 33-yard Herm Rohrig-to-Allen Zikmund
pass, but the Indians came back on Frankie Albert’s
41-yard TD pass to Gallarneau for a 14-13 halftime
lead. A 39-yard TD punt return by Pete Kmetovic
iced the game for the Indians in the third quarter.
The 92,000 fans on hand made up the largest crowd
ever to see Nebraska play until the 2002 Rose Bowl
(93,781).

Coach
Bill Murray’s Blue Devils rolled 65 yards to score on
their next possession and added two more tallies in
the fourth quarter to ice the game, 34-7.

Bob Devaney, Nebraska won its first bowl game in
threetries, upsetting Miami and George Mira, 36-34,
in the second and last of New York’s now-defunct
Gotham Bowl. Playing in Yankee Stadium before
only 6,166 fans in freezing weather, the Huskers and
Hurricanes put on one of the greatest bowl shows
ever, trading scores in every quarter.

Willie Ross’ one-yard plunge and Bill “Thunder”
Thornton's subsequent two-point conversion run
gave the Huskers a 36-27 lead just minutes into the
fourth quarter. Mira, who passed for 321 yards, led
a valiant comeback attempt but was thwarted by a
last-minute interception by Husker guard Bob Brown.

Dallas, Texas, Jan. 1, 1965 - Coach Frank Broyles'
Arkansas Razorbacks mounted an 80-yard fourth
quarter drive against a previously impregnable
Nebraska defense to down the Huskers, 10-7,in NU's
first Dallas appearance. The Huskers had led most
of the way in one of the greatest defensive battles
in bowl history.

Arkansas opened the scoring on a 31-yard Tom

At the time, it was the longest TD run in
Orange Bowl history. Moments later, Dave Theisen
broke another Orange Bow! record with a 31-yard
field goal. The record lasted until the second quarter
when Theisen booted a 36-yarder to give NU a 13-0
halftime lead.

New Orleans, La., Jan. 2, 1967 - Never one to duck
a challenge, Coach Bob Devaney and his Huskers
accepted a bid for a rematch with Alabama and Bear
Bryant in the Sugar Bowl. It turned out to be a little
too much of a challenge as No. 3 'Bama handed the
No. 6 Huskers a 34-7 thumping.

Rogers booted FGs of 50, 32, 42 and 37 yards,
and sophomore |-back Jeff Kinney added a TD run
of 11 yards that gave Nebraska an 18-0 lead at the
end of the first quarter, and the Huskers were never
threatened. For his record-setting effort, Rogers
was named the game's outstanding offensive player.
The Big Eight co-champion Cornhuskers rolled up a
355-185total offense advantage overthe outmanned
Bulldogs.

Miami, Fla., Jan. 1, 1971 - Playing under the lights in
Miami's Orange Bowl for the first time in five years,
Coach Bob Devaney's Nebraska Cornhuskers won
the first of two straight national titles by virtue of a
17-12win overLSUand somefortunate circumstances.

Earlier in the day, top-ranked Texas was upset by
Notre Dame, 24-11, in the Cotton Bowl, and No. 2
Obhio State was shocked by Stanford, 27-17,in the Rose
Bowl. That left the door to the title wide open for
No. 3 Nebraska. The Huskers responded by building
a 10-0 first-quarter lead on a 25-yard field goal by
Paul Rogers and a three-yard TD run by Joe Orduna.
But a pair of Mark Lumpkin FGs and a 31-yard Buddy
Lee-to-Al Coffee TD pass on the last play of the third
quarter gave the aroused Tigers a 12-10 lead.

Nebraska showed its grit by driving 67 yards.
Quarterback Jerry Tagge stretched the ball over
from the one-yard line with 8:50 left, and the Huskers
clinched their first national title.

Jordan Congdon kicked his school-record 19th field
goal ofthe season to give NU a 17-14 lead midway through
the third quarter, before Henne threw for a touchdown and
ran for another score to put the Wolverines in front by 11.

Cory Ross, who earned MVP honors after rushing
for 161 yards on 28 carries, led NU back with a 31-yard
touchdown burst with 8:08 left. Taylor then hit Todd
Peterson for the two-point conversion to trim Michigan's
lead to 28-25.
